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Global politics and economy entered the era of looking for the new world order.
Japanese politicians should exert leadership to reaffirm the fact that promotion
and reinforcement of free trade based on mutual trust is the basis of prosperity.
Japan, as a developed country in Asia, should lead the rule making process in the
region. We must streamline various systems within Japan, open the country and
utilize TPP to attract more foreign direct investment especially to local regions in
Japan to improve their economies, to establish knowledge based country that can
collect the wisdom of the world and to send our human resources to in and out of
Japan. We shall improve total factor productivity, regain the dynamism of the
economy and establish a way to grow even though this is the first country in the
world in which society ages while population and youth decrease.

The mission of the third year of productivity innovation will be entitled as
“Enhancing the Presence of Japan” and will focus on below activities.

1. Development of leaders who can be effective in global settings

We will increase the cooperation among companies, trade unions, academia and
political institutions to develop next generation leaders who have the speed and
flexibility to adjust to quick changes of society brought about the globalization
and IT. We will prepare the environment for which such leaders could flourish,
connect such leaders and develop the network to support the future of Japan.

2. Regulatory changes for economic growth and improvement of employment
We will change the regulations that block the innovation in such industries as
healthcare, energy, environment, agriculture to promote growth sectors that
create employment. We will improve the productivity of service industry. We
will increase the employment of youth, females and aged people by
promoting work-life-balance, strengthening the job-seeking support function of
universities and encouraging healthier workplaces.

3. Establishment of Global Management

We will establish a management style that can prosper in the global market
where increasing demand will be replaced by excess supply. In order to utilize
global human resources, we will develop employment system that recognizes
diversity and foster self-initiative. We will promote “Way Management” that
engraves corporate mission in to the deepest layer of organizations in and out
of Japan and promote establishment of healthy labor relations in Asia.
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
